General Assembly Meeting

This article published pursuant to a motion passed at the March 31, 2009, General Assembly.

Theresignation of former Omaha Education Association President Maddie Fennell was discussed at a General
Assembly meeting on March 31, 2009. Approximately 450 OEA members participated. The meeting, which was
called by petition, lasted more than two hours and provided members with an opportunity to ask questions and
provide thoughts about Ms. Fennell’ s resignation.

A motion to close the meeting to “include only current OEA and NSEA members’ passed. This meant the Par-
liamentarian and legal counsel were not allowed in the meeting. NSEA staff members, on hand to assist with the
meeting, also | eft the room.

A number of members spoke in support of Ms. Fennell and expressed concerns about the “ manner in which
Maddie Fennell was forced to resign.”

Board members said they had lost confidence in Ms. Fennell’ s ability to lead the Association and that they
“acted within the procedure established by the OEA Bylaws.” They also said that they “considered the best inter-
ests of the Association when they voted to accept Ms. Fennell’ s resignation.”

When Ms. Fennell resigned, she sought and received a confidentiality agreement that restrained Board members
from discussing the reasons for her resignation.

A motion to allow Ms. Fennell to speak to the General Assembly passed on a voice vote. Members at the assem-
bly voted 248-198 in favor of a motion stating that the OEA Board “improperly caused the resignation of Mad-
die Fennell as OEA President by not following our Bylaws, basic due process and general rules of information
gathering.”

At the request of the OEA Board, NSEA Legal Counsel advised the Board during the resignation process. Legal
Counsel affirms that the OEA Board acted within the procedure established by the OEA Bylaws; that the Board
acted within its powers as a Board; that there was no violation of due process; and that there was no violation of
general procedures in the actions of the Board.

The General Assembly also adopted a motion requiring the OEA Board of Directors to “ engage the membership
in a strategic planning process. The result of this process will be reported to the October 2009 General Assembly
for consideration. The strategic plan of action will guide the Association business for the 2009-2010 school
